· Dr Crisp elem School-Mascot-Tiger-Safety, Respect, Learning

· Sandown North Elem School:  Mascot-North Star which was-Safety, Trustworthily, Always Respectful, Responsible (STAR)
So if we apply this to Seacoast Charter School our motto could be

· Seacoast Sea Lions (The lion could balance a ball on its nose.  The ball is divided into 3 or 4 quadrants. In the quadrants are the behavior expectations that are important to Seacoast)

Still others could include:  Seacoast Sea Stars; Seacoast Whalers; Seacoast Seashells; Seacoast Trumpeters; Seacoast  . . ., could be a paint or music theme with notes and a palette, etc.  Acronyms should be no more than 4 letters.
We thought this might me fun to make it into a school wide completion.  Entries are due no later than October 1, 2014  
The wining entry receives their mascot and logo on school stationary, becomes a permanent symbol for our school, and wins a $25 gift certificate to Barnes and Noble.
